1. Relevance of the problem developed in the dissertation in scientific and
scientific-applied terms. Degree and levels of relevance of the problem and
specific tasks developed in the dissertation.

In today's rapidly changing world, characterized by rising inflation, the lack of
economic business models developed for the purposes of a particular enterprise would
largely lead to its closure. This makes the problem considered in the dissertation work a
socially significant one, and the fulfillment of the tasks that the doctoral student has set
himself when developing the dissertation work as key to the economic development, not
only of enterprises in the "Manufacturing Industry" sector, but also of countries as a
whole.

2. Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and creative
interpretation of the literary material

The doctoral student has studied the problem in its entirety by conducting a
historical review of the economic development of society worldwide, examining the
nature of the economic system, the types of economies and the interrelationship
between them, and examining all components of the existing "business models”,
‘economic models” and “economic business models”. On this basis, the doctoral
student has derived generalized definitions of the concepts of “business model” and
‘economic business model”, which expand, systematize and further develop the existing
ones, and has introduced 2 new categories of variables applicable to economic and
management analyses of enterprises.

3. Compliance of the chosen research methodology and the set goal and
objectives of the dissertation with the achieved contributions

The chosen methodology for studying the problem, the goals and objectives set in
the dissertation work are fully consistent with the contributions achieved.

4. Scientific and/or scientific-applied contributions of the dissertation work

Based on a thorough analysis, the doctoral student has noticed that the existing
economic business models do not include the factor “inflation". In a turbulent
environment with increasing inflation worldwide, the doctoral student has formulated
and substantiated an existing scientific problem in the fields of economics,



administration and management of the modern enterprise. The contributions in the
dissertation are scientific and applied (5 pcs.) and applied (3 pcs.). A conceptual
framework and models for sustainable development have been developed, which could
significantly help industrial enterprises to go through an inflationary crisis more easily.

5. Assessment of publications on the dissertation work: number, nature of

the editions in which they were printed. Reflection in science — use and citation
by other authors, in other laboratories, countries, etc.

The number of publications on the dissertation is 3 — 2 are independent and 1 —
with the scientific supervisor. Two are in refereed but unindexed collections with
scientific editing, and 1 - in a refereed and indexed edition. The points for registration in
NACID of the doctoral student's dissertation are 45, with a minimum of 30 points.

6. Opinions, recommendations and notes

The dissertation extensively explores the issues related to the development of
economic business models for the purposes of the industrial sector in the conditions of
an inflationary crisis. My opinion is that the goal and the tasks set to achieve it have
been successfully fulfiled. My main comments to the author are rather technical in
nature and are related to repetitions of words and expressions, or incorrect word order,
as well as poor formatting of the document itself.

7. Conclusion with a clear positive or negative assessment of the
dissertation work

In conclusion, | would like to declare my positive assessment of the dissertation
work presented by Kenan Emir Aksoy. The conclusions and generalizations made, the
conceptual framework and models developed, and the contributions made are
completely adequate. The dissertation work meets the requirements of the Law on the
State of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations of the Technical University of
Sofia, and covers the scientometric indicators for the acquisition of the educational
scientific degree "doctor".
